A number of interesting facts from Planning Committee emerged which we should note:

· There was a pre-meeting with each political party lead before hand - the Labour lead did not signal
his intent to force a recorded vote at this

· The Labour move was lead by Cllr Stephen Hubbard who we know from profiling work is employed
by Bob Marshall-Andrews (BMA) (note he is also a member of Amicus); BMA has called publicly for a delay
and separate meeting as noted in my report on committee so it is unsurprising that he lead the Labour move

· The planning officers stated that they believe member were being politically expedient (e.g.. the
recorded vote) and thought members would struggle to vote no following site visit
